How to Build A Activity/USE CASE Model

Events

Workshop One

Workshop One provides practical experience in recognizing Events.

Workshop Two

Constraints/Business Rules 

How to recognize the existence of a Constraint or Business Rule and document it in an Activity/USE CASE Modeling.

Refining relating the Activity/USE CASE Model to a process and data model

Shows the student how to relate an Activity/USE CASE model to other models that are being produced in a model driven architecture. The section emphasizes that Activity/USE CASE modeling is an iterative process that continually redefines the model until it is delivered.

Ensuring Best Practices

Describes the process of technical validation of the Activity/USE CASE Model using a series of Best Practices as a guide.

Workshop Three

Provides the student with hands on practice in recognizing business rules and constraints and in applying refinement techniques to ensure that the model is technically correct.
